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first had the idea of this book after seeing an English picture dictionary in the foreign publications
Isection in one of Seoul's large bookstores. It was well made, and I wondered why Korean picture
dictionary has not been produced. Soon, I realized why. The demand for Korean language learning
materials is still relatively small, and producing a picture dictionary would require a lot of effort and
expense. Also, the work of creating uniquely Korean environments with the drawings and selecting the
appropriate vocabulary for inclusion was not going to be easy. But in the course of putting the book
together there were many foreign learners of Korean and teachers of foreign languages who told me of the

need for one. For a time I had set the work aside, but, thanks to their support, I had the courage to finish.

Different people will have different goals in studying Korean as a foreign language, and so the number
and character of the words each student needs can vary. Someone needing Korean as a tourist or for a
short period of professional training in a Korean context will need only a few hundred basic words, while
long-term residents such as foreign students or people stationed in Korea will need to learn a far larger
vocabulary. So far, however, Korean language learning materials have been developed for mostly for step-
by-step, formal classroom education in language institutes, and so have been unable to meet such diverse
demands. Furthermore, most regular Korean dictionaries include a lot of words, and the definitions are in
Korean, making it problematic for foreigners who speak no Korean at all to use them. Subsequently I came
to be keenly aware of the absolute necessity of a picture dictionary of basic vocabulary needed in daily life
and organized by theme.

This book uses pictures to promote easy understanding, and can be used as a daily vocabulary guide for
foreigners preparing to come to Korea or who are here for a short time, even if they do not take formal
language classes. It can be used in regular courses as well, to supplement the learning of vocabulary
specific to different areas, and it will serve as a dictionary of basic practical vocabulary for foreigners (shot-

term residents, migrant workers, and persons relocated for professional reasons) actually living in Korea.

This book is organized into approximately thirteen subject areas, each of which has four or five
subsections. Vocabulary was chosen for each subject for being words that short-term residents frequently
come into contact with. The focus was actual use in everyday life, and what has been included is essential
daily vocabulary. The illustrations in each scene are easy for persons with no prior knowledge of Korean
or Korean culture to understand. Another advantage of this dictionary is that it has English, Chinese, and
Japanese definitions as well, translated by Korean language experts from the areas those languages are
spoken.

Finally I would like to extent my heartfelt thanks to the president of Darakwon and the staff there, for
agreeing to publish this despite a difficult publishing environment. I also thank Peter Schroepfer, Ogoshi
Naoki, and Piao Wenzi for their fine translations, in English, Japanese, and Chinese, respectively. Thanks

finally to assistant Kim Yu-mi, who suffered with me until the very end.
