When you've sprained an ankle?

At times people sprain an ankle when walking or running. Saying ‘it will feel better soon’, and not treating it

can result in the worsening its symptoms. How should you treat a sprained ankle?

Orthopedic treatment
First the clinic will confirm if the injury has been swollen or bruised, then they will o

confirm how painful the injury is by pressing on it with a finger. If needed. they will do

an x-ray to be sure that the bone is not injured. Your ankle will be bandaged so that it

does not move, or in more serious circumstances a cast will be put on.

Oriental medicine clinic treatment

The clinic will inspect the injury, and if the bone is not broken. they will give you
acupuncture treatments. If it has only been a short time since the sprain occurred.
applying an ice pack will help with the swelling. If the sprain is severe, they will also

give you medicinal herbs to take.

Folk remedies

There are easy treatments that can be done at home for the bruised ankle from a
sprain. Grind one potato and one ginger root and mix them with flour to make a dough.
Apply that to the ankle and the bruise will quickly disappear.




Do you know about the competition called Futsal?

7k A Futsal competition is similar to football. The name is a combination of the Spanish ‘Futbol®, meaning
football, and the French ‘Salle’, meaning indoor. So together it means “football played indoors™.

Lt Football requires eleven players, but Futsal is a contest that can be played with five. Not only the number
of players but the size of the playing space and the ball are smaller than football as well. And while football
cannot be played inside, Futsal is different in that it can be played inside also. The match time is different
too: in football a match is played in in the first and second half for forty-five minutes each. But a Futsal
match is played for (two) twenty minute halves.

bt The playing method of Futsal is similar to football. The ball is kicked by foot into the opponents goal,
and the team that puts the ball in the goal the most times wins. When the ball is in play the players can only
use their feet: using hands is a foul. And if a foul occurs, the ball must
be given to the other team. If the game is a tie with no victor at the end
of the game, then it goes into overtime.

et Futsal is better than football, in that it easily can be played anywhere.
The number of players is small, as well as the playing space. So when
friends meet up they can easily play. Also. another good point is that,
since it is played, in a small space, everyone can enjoy a fast-paced and

thus a very exeiting match.

An intriguing experiment took place with male and female university students. Eight types of tasks were to
be done in ten minutes. The tasks were: ironing, receiving a package, taking a phone call and explaining the

location of the house. feeding a baby milk and changing its diapers, holding and pacifying a baby. making

coffee, baking bread, and making photo copies.

The result was that female students finished the tasks an average of nine minutes and fifty-six seconds, while
male students finished on an average of thirteen minutes and fifty-two seconds. Although most female students
finished the tasks in less than ten minutes, no one male student finished in less than ten minutes, Female students
held the baby and took the phone calls while they explained the location of the house, and they also received the
package that arrived suddenly at the same time; they also baked bread while making coffee and photocopies.
They completed the various tasks at the same time without getting flustered and remained composed. Compared
to the female students, the males were confused from the beginning. The male students rushed around in
confusion, not knowing what to do when while they were ironing. the package arrived, then the phone call came.
The tasks took longer to complete and they could not do them at the same time: they got confused and results
were nothing but a mess.

Looking at the results of this experiment, we can see that when tasks are given to be done at the same time,
women are far better in their ability to multitask compared to men. And conversely. men lag behind women in
their ability to do tasks simultaneously. So when giving work to women, giving them multiple simultaneous
tasks does not present them with a large problem: however, when giving work to men, giving them one task at a

time after each completion. is a far better method than giving them all the work at once.

The fatherless Moso (Na) Tribe

Contemporary people mostly live in families that are formed centered on parents and their
children. However, there are people who live in a different way than most contemporary
people. The Chinese Moso (Na) Tribe is a representing example of this. In China. the Han
people, who comprise the majority of the population, live with other minority groups such as
the Zhaung people. The Moso (Na) Tribe is one of those minority groups.

In the Chinese Moso (Na) Tribe, who live in the Lugu lake area in south-western China,
the heads of the houscholds are women. Families are structured around grandmothers,
and fathers do not exist in households. Grandmothers, mothers, aunts. and granddaughters
(daughter’s child) live together. and the men in the house are not fathers but maternal uncles
or grandsons (daughter’s child).

Since men and women don't meet and make families, there is no marriage and no divorce.
At sixteen women have a coming-of-age ceremony and ¢an meet a man who
they like and make love, but they do not live together. Men have no economic
responsibility to families or duty to rear their children. In the grandmother
centered households, women do the farm work and house work, raise and
educate the children. Men shepherd yak in the mountains. or ride by horse to
sell and buy items needed for living and give them to the household.

The Moso (Na) Tribe have maintained their traditions. like this, for a long

time. Yet, recently their family structure has been influenced by modern

society and is changing gradually.

In traditional Korean wrestling, awarding the victor is a longstanding custom, It is
related to a time when most wrestlers were farmers who worked the land. As a farming
state long ago. Korea placed a lot of importance on farming. In that epoch. most farming
was done by borrowing the strength of bulls. So in farming towns, bulls were one of the
most valued properties. No other prize could match a bull in those times. As traditional
Korean wrestling became a contemporary contest sport and professional teams were

formed. cash was given instead of cows. However. the custom of receiving a bull as a
prize still can be found in the the bull shaped trophy that the winner receives along with
a monetary prize.

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Although the women of the Yangban class received a very high level of education during the Joseon Dynasties. this
did not exceed a small minority. and it was not education received by going to formal educational institutions but
home centered education. As ports began to open in the 1870s. modern education began as Korea came in contact with
foreign modern cultures from abroad. Around May of 1886, a Methodist missionary, M. F. Scranton, started a school
for women with just one pupil. This school, the Ehwa School, was the first modern educational institution for women
in Korea.

Arirang is a fraditional Korean folk song that is widely known not only in Korea but numerous versions

! also spread overseas in Yeonbyeon and Kazakhstan and other regions. Representative Arirang include
Gangwon-do regional ‘Jeongseon Arirang’, Jeolla-do regional *Jindo Arirang’, Gyeongsang-do regional

Miryang Arirang, and in the 1930s Gyeonggi / Seoul regional Gyeonggi Arirang was made into a new folk

song and became even more widely known. Arirang has no particular meaning; it is meant to provoke

enjoyment and its sound is included to gently move the song along. and it is structured so that one person

can sing and many people can sing along. The lyrics are also easily added to by improvisation, and thus

numerous Arirang have been passed down that reflect the social or historical circumstances when they were

first sung.

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Petition Drums disappeared after the late Joseon Dynasty. and now no longer exist. However, the name Sinmungo is
still used often. Citizens™ Petition Drum, Environmental Petition Drum, Blue House Petition Drum., et¢. are often used
as names of governmental grievance windows. Such appellations have the meaning of listening ardently to citizens’
npininns through grievance windows even now, just as when common people’s undeserved circumstances were heard

via Sinmungo.
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Why did houses on Jeju-do not have front gates?
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Long ago it was said that wind. rocks, and women were numerous on Jeju-do and so the island was nicknamed
*Samdado’. But the island was called by another name as well: *Sammudo’, This meant that there were no front gates.
thieves. or beggars. These three things are interconnected. actually. As there were no beggars. there were no thieves,
and thus there was no reason to make the front gate to make house sturdy. So we can say that this is a good example of
the cultural life of Jeju-do people. who trusted each other and lived plentifully.
