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<Seoul National University Korean Language 4B Student’s Book> is the forth volume i the multi-level series developed

to be used in a regular program (about 200 hours of class work) for adult learners of the Korean language The primary goal
of this book is to assist adult learners of the Korean language who have already had 600 hours training, so that they may
build Korean communicative ability for real life situations from studying familiar social and abstract topic. The key features
of this book follow.

This textbook is carefully coordinated to link spoken language and written language while focusing on the development
of communicative language skills. It utilizes a step-by-step approach consisting of vocabulary and grammar practice,
controlled conversation practice. and open-ended interaction. Through this approach, knowledge about language transfers to
real language use. In addition, "Listening and Speaking’ and ‘Reading and Writing’ sections integrate spoken language and
written language learning.

We enhanced studies of written language so that learners can naturally progress to higher course levels.In addition, we
have distinguished spoken language grammar study (grammar frequently used for spoken language is in speaking practice)
from written language grammar (grammar frequently used for written language is in reading and speaking practice).

Listening is comprised of focused listening and conversations so that learners can also acquire conversation abilities.
For this we added conversation expressions for comprehension and production, such as advising, predicting outcomes,
expressing dissatisfaction, and suggesting an opinion.

A task-based approach maximizes the use of linguistic knowledge and encourages meaningful interaction between
learners. Various types of tasks are introduced and activity sheets are provided as needed.

We constructed a systematic approach to learning vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation. Vocabulary relating to the
topic of each unit is meaningfully presented to learners increasing efficacy. In addition, this book proposes core techniques
for usage and meaning of grammar with example sentences to enhance from previous SNU Korean textbooks. For this,
the Grammar Extension presented at the back of the book as appendix aids learners’ comprehension of target grammar.
The Pronunciation section also promotes accuracy and fluency with lessons for individual sounds, phonological rules, and
intonation.

This textbook is designed to actively integrate culture with classroom instruction. Cultural information is delivered by
visual aids such as pictures and photographs and level tailored concise explanations. This book also provides learners with
opportunities for meaningful language production by sharing their own experiences interculturally. The appendix further
promotes the understanding of Korean culture.

The text includes a MP3 CD that can be used in the classroom as well as independently, as an effective tool for
previewing and reviewing. It contains speaking dialogues. Listening, pronunciation audio files.

Korean and English translations help English-speaking learners understand quickly. English translation is offered for
Reading and Writing, Grammar Extension, Culture Extension as well as Vocabulary,

Abundant visual aids such as photographs and illustrations make learning more realistic and enjoyable. Visual aids clearly
enhance learning efficacy and increase learners’ interest by delivering information on situations and meanings.

We wish to express our sincere gratitude to all who contributed to this project. We would particularly like to thank the
instructors from the textbook development committee. Without their dedication and effort, this textbook would not have
been possible. Also, we would like to thank numerous instructors of the [Korean] Language Education Institute at Seoul
National University for their help in piloting materials and making suggestions.

Swearing: is it all right?

Young people’s use of swear words is severe these days. [ don’t think
it’s a problem when young people use profanity with their friends to
joke around lightly. Yet, swearing easily becomes a habit, and when
used habitually its harmful effects are greater than one might think.

According to the explanations of neurologists, the use of excessive

profanity weakens one's capacity for rationality. And thus, people who

swear often become impulsive when they work because they cannot

control their emotions. Swearing is something that influences people’s

behavior.

The negative effects of swearing can be seen in an experiment performed by
a broadcasting company a short time ago. This experiment took as its subjects
university students who did not swear much, and let them hear a mixture of
positive, neutral, and curse words, and asked them to write down the words they
remembered. According to the experiment outcome, the students remembered
more curse words. As swear words are easily remembered by the brain, there is

less room for other words to be remembered. As a result, people who habitually

swear lend to have weaker vocabularies and reduced lexical abilities. Swearing even has an effect on people’s
verbal abilities.

This is how swearing stays in the brain and affects people’s actions and verbal abilitics. That is why young
people’s swearing should not be regarded lightly. It is not that curse words should not be used merely because
they are bad; swear words should not be used because they have harmful effects.

How are we affected by climate change?

It was due to global warming that the Arctic became a place v
with nothing to eat and nowhere to find a place to rest.

on a three meter thick glacier that floats on the water. Yet. as the

glacier melts and disappears these homes are also vanishing. As Nt g
a result, fur seals, which had been commonly seen, are gradually “ ;

decreasing in number and the polar bears that feed on those seals
are dying off. If the glaciers continue to melt this way, the polar
i bears may not even have a place to stand.

If glaciers disappear due to Earth’s rising temperatures, global warming will progress even faster, This is
because as the white glaciers that have reflected sunlight disappear, the dark seas, which absorb sunlight well,
widen. Accordingly, should the earth’s temperature rise and the Arctic’s glaciers melt, the problem worsens
further.

If the arctic glaciers melt, sea levels will rise. Antarctica is different than the Arctic as it has land, but the
land is frozen over by ice with an average thickness of two thousand meters. If this ice melts and runs into the
oceans, it will cause ocean levels to rise. Should all the ice in the Antarctic melt. it is said the ocean levels would
rise hundreds of meters above present levels. If that happens. ocean-side cities like London, New York, Tokyo
and Shanghai will end up under water.

Global warming is a serious problem that could have a large effect on not only Arctic life. but humans as well.
Before it’s too late, all of us living on Earth need to take action together and solve the problem.

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Results of a survey of 1.092 university students that an employment

students think that studying for one’s major is most important. However,
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in reality, students spend more time on employment preparations.
According to this survey, in answer to the (multiple response)
question “Among the things learned at university, which are the most important?” students responded
“accumulating knowledge about one’s major” (74.7%). “cultivating a sense of sociality™ (52.0%). “preparing to
find employment™ (41.6%), showing that they thought studying for their major was most important.
However, when asked how many hours per day they spend preparing to find employment, 39% said that they
spend 4-6 hours and 24.9% said that they spend 2-4 hours. which showed the average time spent on employment

preparation by university students to be 3 hours and 59 minutes daily. This indicates that they spend 3 times




™
longer on preparing for employment than studying for their major, which is only 1 hour and 7 minutes daily.
Due to the recent poor economic circumstances, in addition to it becoming more difficult to find employment
directly after college graduation, the competition rate for employment has gradually risen as well, and this can

be seen in the increased employment preparation time of university students.

The Dodo Bird was a bird that lived on Mauritius Island in the Indian Ocean. The
Dodo, which lived freely on the island, gradually became a flightless bird. Since the
island didn’t not have other animals threatening its life. the bird had no reason to flee
and thus over a long period of time its unneeded ability to fly naturally disappeared.

The Dodo Bird, which had lost the ability to fly, needed to evolve
again in order to avoid humans and survive, but a span of just one-
hundred years is too little time for evolving. This incident makes
us aware of the fact that humans have such a large effect on the
environment. It causes us to think once more about what effects

humans” actions have on animals and plants. For reference. the ‘Dodo’

in Dodo Bird means *fool” or ‘idiot” in Portuguese.

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Animals and plants appear in many dreams considered to be meaningful for interpretation. Those cases
aside, in instances of normal dreams. it is thought that dreams show us events that are opposite of what
happens in reality. For example, dreams in which one is injured and bleeding are analyzed to be dreams of
success at work or of earning a lot of money. However, depending on the content of the dream. there are
instances in which a dream is not analyzed in an opposite manner. For example, rising up into the heavens

and plucking a star is analyzed as a dream about becoming famous or successful.
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When were the Korean Angbuilgu Scaphe Sundial and the Jagyeokru Water Clock made?
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Both timepieces are on record as having been made at the behest of King Sejong in 1434 (his 16th reigning year).
The Angbuilgu Scaphe Sundial. made by Jang Yang-sil, was erected on the roadside of large roads, such as Jong-ro,
thus it can be called the first public clock. One could tell the time precisely from this clock, which was made taking
into account Korean latitude. It pictorially represented the hours for the benefit of those who could not read. Because
sundials could not be read at night and in bad weather, the Jagyeokru water clock was made in order to supplement the
sundial. Record has it that the Jagyeokru struck a bell once every two hours, twelve times per day. letting people know
the time.
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How do Korean men go to the military?
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It is an obligation for healthy Korean males 18 and older to serve in the military for a prescribed period. Depending on
one’s rank or mission, the (conseription) terms vary slightly. but normally enlisted men must serve for about two years.
