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Freface
‘Writing Korean for Beginners’ is developed to increase the beginners writing
ability. The purpose is to increase students communicative competence in Korean by

performing authentic writing tasks which can be used in real comunumnicative context
and situation.

1. Students will be able to understand and use sentence structures and spelling rules
accurately and go over familiar and predictable subjects as everyday life.

2. Students will be able to express concrete ideas about themselves, their families,
and their everyday lives in one or a series of sentences in an everyday context.

3. Students will be able to perform basic tasks necessary in everyday life, such as
transcribing, making lists, taking memos, filling out forms, writing cards/letters,
explaining, and describing.

4. Students will be able to organize their thoughts and emotions with structural
accuracy, consistency and coherence in short, discourse-level writing.

5. Students will be able to use written Korean with an awareness of its characteristics
distinct from those of spoken Korean.

Organization of the texthgok

This textbook consists of 20 units and each unit is made up of the following
structure; Goals—Introduction—Sample Text~V0cabulary&Expressions—Grammar—
Task-New Words&Expressions-Self Assessment-Culture

The ‘Goals’ indicates the communicational goal of the unit and also shows task,
vocabulary, grammar and culture.

The ‘Introduction’ consists of pictures and simple questions in Korean that will
interest the students, so that the educational effect would be enhanced by activating
students’ schema.

In the ‘Sample Text’ paft, illustration sentences are presented for showing the
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contents of each unit and as a model of writing activity. New vocabulary shown in

the ‘Sample Text’ is translated below it.

In the “Vocabulary&Expressions’ part, words and expressions are used to show the

topic and to function categorized by their meanings in order to increase students’

ability.

In the ‘Grammar’ section, Korean grammar is explained so that students can fully

understand and exercise writing without any errors. Rather than memorizing the

grammar by heart, use the grammar as the base for performing Korean as a

language.

The ‘Task’ is composed of actual writing activities using the grammar and

vocabulary learned. The ‘“Task’ is constituted by real world tasks and there are 3

tasks in every unit. The ‘Task’ attaches importance to writing procedure using the

learners’ background knowledge or experience. The tasks start from basic to hard

skills, simple to complicated, and from the pedagogic task to the real world task. so

that the previous task will provide the strength to do the next task.

The ‘New Words&Expressions’ section is composed of the new words in the

‘grammar’ and ‘task’ section.

In ‘Self Assessment’, students evaluate their owr abilities so that ‘Self Assessment’

can serve as a reference for students’ study afterwards.

The “Culture’ helps understand the way of Iiving in Korea and the korean society

through a cultural gnidance related to subject in each unit. ‘Culture’ is not fixed but

sitvated in different position as occasion demands.

Hangeul was created in 1443 by King Sejong and scholars at Jiphyeonjeon
(Hall of the Assembled Sages). Prior to the creation of Hangeul, spoken
Korean was transcribed using Chinese characters. However, because
Chinese characters were difficult for the common people to use, access to
the Chinese transcription system was limited only to the privileged classes,
Hangeul was invented to enable ordinary people to express their ideas

easily in writing.

Hangeul can inscript almost all human sound by using 24 basic vowels and
consonants. The principle of shaping Hangeulis as following.

Basic vowels are composed with -, —, and |, which indicate heaven,
earth, and man, respectively. The shapes of the basic consonants reflect the
formations made by the mouth, lips, teeth, tongue, and throat during sound

articulations.

Hangeul is one of the most scientific and creative writing systems in the
world. Hangeul is phonetic writing which is written in accordance with
sound. So, you can easily write Hangeul by learning the characters for only
a few hours. Furthermore, with 40 characters including 24 basic characters
and 16 derived combinations of these 24, you can inscript almost every

human sound.

Hanbok is the traditional costume wom by Koreans of all ages, particularly on traditional
holidays and when attending social affairs with a traditional Korean theme. The traditional-
style Hanbok worn today are patterned after the ones womn during the Confucian-oriented
Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910). Hanbok is characterized by its simple lines, both curved and
straight. The women's Hanbok comprises a wrap-around skirt (Chime) and a bolero-like
jacket (Jeogors). The men's Hanbok consists of a short jacket (Jeogor?) and pants {Bayr).
Both ensembles may be topped by a long coat of a similar cut called Durumagi.

Depending on social classes and status, people wore different
types and colors of Hanbok In the ancient times, cormmoners
generally wore white Hanbok On special occassions such as
wedding, commoners, too, put colorful clothes and
accessories. Today, Koreans do not usually wear traditional
Hanbok in everyday life but on special occasions such as
traditional holidays, weddings and 60th birthdays.

Sanuiliori refers to the music played by four Korean folk instruments (Buk, Janggu, Jing
and Klewaengguwar)) as well as the kind of performance consisting of that kind of music.
This music and performance were first introduced in 1978 when a peasant folk music
performance group called “Samuilori” first altered the outdoor music for indoor
performances. Samullori has crossovered traditional folk music with an exciting beat and,
later on, with other world genres 1o achieve international acclaim.

Nanta means ‘to beat at random.” This performance started in 1997 and is a cross between
traditional Samuliori and Western performance styles. The stage is 2 kitchen with four
cooks preparing for a wedding ceremony. The cooks play Samudlori on various cooking
devices such as pots, pans and plates. Throughout the performance, the Samuliori
thythms and nearly primal beats are the main focus. However, although it is based mostly
on rhythms, Nanta has a focused plot and drama, so people of all ages can enjoy the

performance.
